Fel rhan o’r prosiect defnyddiwyd elfennau o ymchwil hanesyddol gwreiddiol, gan
ddefnyddio deunydd a gedwir yng Nghofnod Safleoedd a Chofebion rhanbarthol de
orllewin Cymru, ar y cyd ag ymgynghori gyda’r gymuned, wnaeth gynnig dam
sylweddol o wybodaeth hanesyddol a oedd heb ei gofnodi. Defnyddiwyd y wybodaeth
hon i gynhyrchu adroddiad terfynol y prosiect ac i ychwanegu at Gofnod Safleoedd a
Chofebau rhanbarthol ardal Llandeilo.

Er mwyn cynnwys y themau hyn i mewn i unrhyw strategaeth dehongli treftadaeth ar
gyfer Llandeilo a’r cylch, bydd yn angenrheidiol cychwyn proses o drafod ac
ymgynghori helaeth gyda nifer o dirfeddianwyr a mudiadau, sydd a chyfrifoldeb
uniongyrchol dros asedau treftadaeth allweddol (megis Castell Dinefwr, Eglwys St.
Teilo, Eglwys Llandyfeisant, Ty'r Drenewydd a Pharc Dinefwr). Mae nifer o’r
mudiadau hyn eisoes wedi dechrau gweithio ar fentrau i wella a hyrwyddo agweddau
o’r amgylchedd hanesyddol.

Er nad yw’n briodol gwneud sylwadau yn uniongyrchol ar y mentrau hyn yn yr
adroddiad hwn, teimlir ei bod yn hanfodol cydweithio wrth ddatblygu strategaeth fydd
yn cynnwys yr holl fudiadau perthnasol, os yw llawn botensial treftadol y dref a’i
hamgylchedd i’w gwireddu’n llawn.

Hefyd mae’r arolwg yn gallu gwneud nifer o argymhellion sy’n canolbwyntio’n
benodol ar y thema derfynol sydd wedi’i dynodi uchod; hanes a datblygiad tref
Llandeilo ei hunan. Nid yw’r pum thema arall yn colli eu pwysigrwydd fel theméu
treftadaeth cyffredinol y gellir eu gweu i mewn i gynilun o’r math hwn.

Treftadaeth Llandeilo Fawr sy’n canolbwyntio’n benodol ar thema Bywyd yn
Llandeilo.

gerfluniau), mewn lleoliadau penodol gan wneud defnydd o'r chwe thema
dreftadaeth a nodir uchod

» rhagor o ddeunydd dehongli treftadaeth i’w osod mewn lleoliadau eraill yn y
dref, megis siopau, tafarndai a mannau cyhoeddus er mwyn i dreftadaeth ddod

yn rhan o fywyd y gymuned

o sefydlu Cymdeithas Dreftadaeth leol i gwrdd a’r diddordeb mawr sydd mewn
hanes a threftadaeth yn y gymuned

Mae’r arolwg yn cydnabod fod yna lawer o gynlluniau wedi’u cynnig yn y gorffennol,
fel rhan o astudiaethau megis Astudiaeth Adfywio Llandeilo ar gyfer Cyngor Sir
Caerfyrddin (1997) a’r Gwerthfawrogiad Cymunedol a ymgymerwyd gan Uned
Ymchwil Arolygon Gwledig Prifysgol Aberystwyth ar ran Antur Cwm Taf Tywi
(1998). Roedd y cynlluniau hyn yn aml iawn yn rhai uchelgeisiol, ond ychydig iawn
o ganllawiau oedd ynddynt ynglyn a sut dylid eu rhoi at ei gilydd a phwy ddylid eu
datblygu. Felly mae’r angen am gynnydd o ran datblygu, ac yn bwysicaf fyth,
gweithredu strategaeth dreftadaeth ehangach hyd yn oed yn fwy.



2. AROLWG TREFTADAETH LLANDEILO FAWR

2.1  YrArolwg

Cyflwynwyd yr adroddiad hwn i Gyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr a’r gymuned leol mewn
cyfarfod cyhoeddus ar Fawrth yr 17eg, 2004. Mae’r gwaith yn ganlyniad i ymchwil
hanesyddol ac ymgynghori cyhoeddus a gomisiynwyd gan Gyngor Tref Llandeilo
Fawr ac a ymgymerwyd gan Archaeoleg Cambria yn ystod tri mis cyntaf 2004,
Ariannwyd y prosiect yn rhannol gan Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin fel rhan 0’i Raglen
Gwasanaethau a Themau Gwledig (cais rhif RSTP/EJ/03/54). Darparwyd yr arian
cyfatebol gan Gyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr,

Bwriad Arolwg Treftadaeth Llandeilo Fawr yw bod yn sail i strategaeth dreftadaeth ar
gyfer tref Llandeilo a’r cylch yn y dyfodol. Y gobaith yw y bydd strategaeth o’r fath
yn y dyfodol yn cydweddu gyda chynlluniau datblygu mudiadau eraill yn y gymuned,
yn cynnwys yr Ymddiriedolaeth Genedlaethol, Ymddiriedolaeth Bywyd Gwyllt De a
Gorllewin Cymru a’r Eglwys yng Nghymru, ac mae gan bob un ohonynt ré] bwysig
i’w chwarae mewn gwaith hyrwyddo a rheoli amgylchedd, diwylliant ac asedau
hanesyddol cyfoethog Llandeilo yn y dyfodol.

Mae gan dref Llandeilo Fawr hanes hynod ddiddorol a hir iawn hefyd. Ers bron i
2000 o flynyddoedd mae yna gyswllt milwrol, gwleidyddol, crefyddol a masnachol
wedi bod, ac mae ond yn briodol ein bod yn edrych o’r newydd ar ei threftadaeth ar
ddechrau’r trydydd mileniwm o anheddiad dynol.

2.2 Diolchiadau

Hefyd wnaeth nifer wneud sylwadau ynglyn a sut fyddent yn dymuno gweld eu
treftadaeth yn cael ei ofalu amdano a’i hyrwyddo yn y dyfodol. Er bod rhai o’r
sylwadau hyn y tu hwnt i orchwylion yr arolwg hwn maent wedi’u dogfennu yn
Atodiad 3 er mwyn hysbysu datblygiadau’r dyfodol.

Roedd yr amcanion i’w cyflwyno trwy gynhyrchu adroddiad dwyieithog ar y prosiect
gan ychwanegu a gwella’r Cofnod o Safleoedd a Chofebau gwybodaeth sydd wedi’i
gasglu o ganlyniad i ymchwil newydd ac fel rhan o’r ymgynghoriad gyda'r cyhoedd.

2.4  Methodoleg

Fel un o’r pedwar ymddiriedolaeth archaeolegol rhanbarthol yng Nghymru, mae
Archaeoleg Cambria (Ymddiriedolaeth Archaeolegol Dyfed) yn ymddiriedolaeth
elusennol, ac felly mae addysgu’r cyhoedd ynglyn ag archaeoleg yn un o rolau
sylfaenol Cambria.

Mae’r mudiad wedi datblygu gwasanaeth allanol sy’n anelu at helpu cymunedau i
wneud defnydd o’u hasedau treftadaeth trwy wneud Arolygon Treftadaeth
Cymunedol.

Mae elfennau hanfedol unrhyw Arolwg Treftadaeth Cymunedol pan yn cyfeirio at
brosiect arferol yn cynnwys;

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3. TREFTADAETH LLANDEILO YN EI GYD-DESTUN
3.1. Llandeilo: Tref Hanesyddol

Yn seiliedig ar gynnwys y Cofnod o Safleoedd a Chofebau Rhanbarthol, cofnod
cyhoeddus o safleoedd hanesyddol ac archaeolegol Gorllewin Cymru, a gedwir gan
Archaeoleg Cambria, a chyn yr ymgynghoriad cyhoeddus ar Chwefror 21ain,
awgrymir bod y themau canlynol o bwysigrwydd arbennig ac yn haeddu sylw manwl
pan yn llunio strategaeth dreftadaeth i Landeilo, Serch hynny, yr ymgynghoriad
cyhoeddus fydd yn arwain y rhestr derfynol o themau.,

3.1.1 Llandeilo a chyfnod y Rhufeiniaid

Heb amheuaeth mae hon yn thema bwysig yn ymwneud a hanes cynnar yr ardal, ac
mae yna botensial am ddarganfyddiadaw newydd a chyffrous wrth i archaeolegwyr
wneud rhagor o waith astudio ar y caerau a’r dref a ddarganfuwyd ym Mharc Dinefwr
yn 2003.

3.1.2 8t Teilo a Liyfi- Efengyl Lichfield

Gellir dweud bod hanes eglwys Teilo, a sefydlwyd yn y Sed ganrif CC yn 61
traddodiad, yn unigryw i Landeilo Fawr ac mae ganddo lawer i’w gynnig o ran
gwaith dehongli 2 hyrwyddo. Mae yna bosibilrwydd ar hyn o bryd y gallai canolfan
dreftadaeth ddod i Landeilo yn seiliedig ar ddehongli Llyfr Efengyl Lichfield, oedd
ym meddiant yr eglwys yn Llandeilo Fawr yn y canoloesoedd cynnar. Byddai hyn yn
gam sylweddol tuag at hyrwyddo’r dref a’i threftadaeth.

3.1.3 Tywysogion y Deheubarth a sedd frenhinol Dinefwr

Mae statws Llandeilo a Dinefwr fel un o’r canolfannau canoloesol pwysicaf o ran
pwer, yn gysylltiedig gyda theulu brenhinol Dinefwr yn thema bwysig sy’n cynnig
cyfleoedd gwych ar gyfer dehongli ac hyrwyddo. Mae hyn yn arbennig o wir o
ystyried natur dramatig amddiffynfeydd y Deheubarth gan dywysogion lleol yn
wyneb y pwysau mawr gan yr Eingl-Normaniaid dros gyfnod hir, a’r digwyddiadau
cyffrous a’r cymeriadau diddorol oedd ynghlwm wrth hyn. Mae adfail wych Castell
Dinefwr a Coed y Castell gerllaw yn eiddio i Ymddiriedolaeth Bywyd Gwyllt De a
Gorllewin Cymru.

3.1.4 Tair bwrdeistref ganoloesol Llandeilo

Yn y canoloesoedd, roedd tair tref cyfagos yn Llandeilo Fawr, Dinefwr (tu allan i
Gastell Dinefwr) a’r Drefnewydd (ger safle Plas Newton). Mae hanes dirywiad a
diflaniad Dinefwr a’r Drefnewydd yn bennod hynod yn hanes y fro.Anaml iawn y
gellir gwahodd ymwelydd i fwynhau dehongli tair tref fiwrdeistrefol ganoloesol sydd
mor agos at ei gilydd, a hynny mewn tirwedd neilltuol o hardd, gan hefyd feddu ar
gyfoeth o themau hanesyddol.

3.1.5 Ty'r Drenewydd

Mae’r ty a’r dirwedd o dir parc hardd yn cyfuno i greu safle treftadaeth pwysig, sydd
bellach yn eiddo i’r Ymddiriedolaeth Genedlaethol. Mae’r cysylitiad rhwng Newton
ac Arglwyddi Dinefwr yn rhan bwysig yn hanes yr ardal.



3.2  Dynodiadau Statudol ac An-Statudol

Mae yna nifer o ardaloedd o fewn cymuned Llandeilo sy’n meddu ar ddynodiadau
statudol ac an-statudol, sy’n nodi gwerth uchel y cylch o ran ei dreftadaeth, tirwedd ac
amgylchedd. Dangosir y rhain ar y mapiau sydd ynghlwm wrth hwn (Mapiau 2 a 3).
O amgylch ffiniau’r dref mae Safleoedd o Ddiddordeb Gwyddonol Arbennigi’r de,
dwyrain a gorllewin, ac mae hefyd yn eistedd o fewn ardal a ddiffinnir fel Tirwedd o
Ddiddordeb Hanesyddol Neilltuol.

3.2.1 Dynodiadau Statudol

Mae ardaloedd sy’n rhwym wrth ddynodiadau statudol 4 gweithdrefnau rheoli sy’n
rhoi cyfyngiadau ar weithgareddau o fewn pob ardal ddynodedig. Yr ardaloedd sy’n
rhwym wrth ddynodiadau statudol yw;

20fed gannf.

s Mae’r Afon Tywi (Cod SSSI 32WPQ): yn SSSI a hefyd yn enghraifft o Ardal
Gadwraeth Arbennig (SAC EU C6d UK0013010) a ddewiswyd oherwydd y
rhywogaethau o famaliaid a physgod.

e Ardal Gadwraeth Llandeilo: créwyd gan Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin yn 1972, 0
dan amodau Deddf Cyfleustodau Dinesig 1967, oedd yn rhoi’r grym i
awdurdodau cynllunio lleol i ddewis a dynodi ardaloedd o ddiddordeb
pensaerniol neu hanesyddol arbennig.

3.2.2 Dynodiadau An-Statudol

Er nad yw dynodiadau an-statudol yn meddu ar yr un goblygiadau cyfreithiol, maent
yn ganllawiau pwysig o hyd o ran rheoli’r dirwedd hanesyddol ac amgylchedd
naturiol. Mae’r ardaloedd canlynol yn rhwym wrth ddynodiadau an-statudol;

Dirweddaun, Parciau a Gerddi ¢ Ddiddordeb Hanesyddol Arbennig yng
Nghymru, Rhan 2.1 Tirweddau o Ddiddordeb Hanesyddol Neilltuol yng
Nghymru.

3.2.3 Cofebau Hynafol Cofrestredig ac Adeiladau Rhestredig

Mae llawer o safleoedd hanesyddol yn cael en diogelu’n statudol naill ai fel Cofebau
Hynafol Cofrestredig neu Adeiladau Rhestredig. Pan ysgrifennwyd hwn, dim ond un
Gofeb Hynafol Gofrestredig sydd gan Landeilo, Castell Dinefwr, sy’n cael ei warchod
gan Cadw. Mae yna 91 o adeiladau rhestredig o fewn ardal y gymuned, mae’r rhan
fwyaf chonynt o ddiddordeb pensaerniol ac o fewn y dref ei hunan.
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3.3  Liwybrau troed

Mae gan gymuned Liandeilo rhwydwaith helaeth o lwybrau troed cyhoeddus, (gweler
Map 3). Mae llwybrau troed a lwybrau marchogaeth yn cynnig cyfleoedd gwych ar
gyfer datblygu cynlluniau dehongli treftadaeth ac mae heb amheuaeth yn wir am
Landeilo. Serch hynny, mae’r thwydwaith o lwybrau troed o fewn y gymuned yn
croesi tir sy’n eiddo i nifer o fudiadau, sawl un ochonynt yn datblygu Mentrau eu
hunain mewn perthynas & materion mynediad a dehongli. Mae'r rhain yn cynnwys;

e Parc Penlan, sy’n eiddo i Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin, sydd a rhwydwaith o
lwybrau a gellir cael mynediad iddo trwy’r brif gidt ym mhen gogledd
orllewinol Stryd Caerfyrddin. Gellir hefyd cael mynediad trwy giat mochyn y
tu 6l i’r King’s Head, ac ar hyd llwybr troed o’r goedwig i’r gorllewin o’r parc

s mae'r thwydwaith o lwybrau troed ym Mharc Dinefwr yn eiddo i'r
Ymddiriedolaeth Genedlaethol

¢ mae’r thwydwaith o lwybrau troed o fewn Coedwig y Castell yn eiddo i’r
Ymddiriedolaeth Bywyd Gwyllt ar gyfer De a Gorllewin Cymru

¢ yr Eglwys yng Nghymru sy’n berchen ar y llwybrau troed sy’n croesi
mynwent eglwys y plwyf

¢ mae’r llwybr troed answyddogol o orsaf Reilffordd Llandeilo i’r Bont Siglo
dros y Tywi, yn mynd ar draws tir sy’n eiddo i’r Rhwydwaith Rheilffyrdd

Ni ellir cynnwys argymhellion penodol yn yr adroddiad hwn ynglyn 4 sut y mae’r
mudiadau hyn yn datblygu neu’n rheoli liwybrau troed, traciau neu ffyrdd sy’n croesi
eu heiddo (gweler 4.1 am ragor o sylwadau).

Mae Archaeoleg Cambria yn ymwybodol bod llwybrau troed eraill yn croesi tir a
berchenogir gan unigolion preifat {rhai ohonynt yn gorwedd y tu allan i ardal
cymuned Llandeilo). Mae’r rhain yn cynnwys;

sy llwybr troed sy'n dilyn 16n Ysgubor yr Abad i’r Bont Siglo dros y Tywi ar
hyn o bryd
llwybr troed o Bont Llandeilo at Safle’r hen Farchnad yn Ffairfach

e llwybr Tir Cymen ar hyd glan dwyreiniol y Tywi o’r Bont Siglo i Heol
Bethlehem yn Ffairfach

e yllwybr troed sy’n amgylchynu ymyl gogleddol y dref, o Stryd Caerfyrddin,
trwy Crug Manor i ben gogleddol Stryd Rhosmaen.

Mae pob un o’r llwybrau troed hyn yn croesi tir preifat, ni ellir gwneud sylwadau
mewn perthynas a’u rheolaeth yn y dyfodol na’u cynnwys mewn unrhyw fath o daith
dreftadaeth (gweler 4.1 am sylw pellach).

Deallir bod ystyriaeth yn cael ei roi ar hyn o bryd gan Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin, fel
rhan o’r cynllun Adfywio, i’r posibilrwydd o greu taith wledig wedi’i dehongli a
fyddai efallai’'n cynnwys nifer o lwybrau troed a sonnir amdanynt uchod.



3.4  Mannau ac Adeiladau Cyhoeddus

3.4.1 Mannau ac Adeiladau sy 'n rhoi mynediad i'r cyhoedd

Parc Penlan

Cyngor Sir Caerfyrddin sy’n berchen ar y parc cyhoeddus hwn, ac mae ar agor trwy
gydol y flwyddyn. Mae yna rwydwaith o lwybrau ynddo, ynghyd a nifer o feinciau
yn y parc.

Stryd y Brenin

Roedd y man parcio ceir ar Stryd y Brenin, ar ymyl gogledd orllewin o fynwent y dref
unwaith yn rhan o safle marchnad hanesyddol Llandeilo. Mae yna gymeriad
hanesyddol arbennig yn perthyn i'r ardal hon, gyda’r fynwent yn ffin iddi a hefyd
aneddleoedd Sioraidd a Fictorianaidd hardd ac eiddo masnachol.

Parc Mynwent yr Eglwys

Mae rhan fechan o fynwent y dref, wrth ymyl Strvd y Brenin, wedi’i haddasu’n ardd
i’'w defnyddio gan y cyhoedd. Mae gwaith wedi’i wneud i greu amgylchedd pleserus
yn yr ardd ac mae meinciau hefyd wedi’u rhoi yno.

Y Prif Faes Parcio

Dyma yn wir yw rhan brysuraf Llandeilo. Gellir cael mynediad ar droed neu mewn
cerbyd o Heol Cilgant. Gellir cerdded o Stryd Rhosmaen trwy’r cysgod a’r ale at ochr
orllewinol y maes parcio. Mae yna doiledau cyhoeddus yn y gomnel hon. Mae’r
adeiladau cyhoeddus sydd ar hyd ochr orllewinol y maes parcio yn cynnwys y
Ganolfan Croeso, meddygfa a llyfrgell y dref. Lleolir adeiladau lleol y Cyngor Sir
yng nghornel de ddwyrain y maes parcio, ac wrth ei ymyl ceir 16n sy’n arwain at

Stryd Ebeneser.

Stryd Ebeneser

Ceir golygfeydd gwych dros ddyffryn ac afon Tywi, a hefyd y bryniau ar hyd ochr
ddwyreiniol dyffryn Tywi o’r fan hon. Mae meinciau a byrddau wedi’u gosod yma ac
maent yn boblogaidd yn ystod misoedd yr haf.

Y Neuadd Farchnad (Tu allan)

Tybier bod y tir sydd union wrth ymyl yr hen Neuadd Farchnad ar gyffordd Heol
Newydd a Stryd Caerfyrddin, ar eu hymylon deheuol a gorllewinol, sydd bellach yn
cael eu defnyddio fel mannau parcio answyddogol yn eiddo i Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin.
Mae maes parcio bychain a ddefnyddir ar y cyd gyda’r lle ailgylchu sydd gerllaw,
wedi’i leoli ym mhen dwyreiniol yr adeilad, credir mai’r Cyngor Sir sy’n berchen
hwn hefyd.

3.4.2 Mannau ac Adeiladau nad ydynt yn agored i'r cvhoedd ar hyn o bryd

Mae yna dri adeilad arall sydd yn aml iawn yn cael eu cyfeirio atynt fel adeiladau
cyhoeddus yn y dref, ond ar hyd o bryd mae mynediad iddynt gan y cyhoedd yn cael
ei effeithio naill ai gan eu defnydd neu ddim defnydd.

Y Neuadd Farchnad

Cyngor Sir Caerfyrddin sy’n berchen ar yr hen Neuadd Farchnad sydd ar y gyffordd
gyda Heol Newydd a Stryd Caerfyrddin. Defnyddiwyd y lle ddiwethaf fel ffowndri,
ond mae wedi bod yn segur am nifer o flynyddoedd. Dyma un o adeiladau mwyaf
deniadol Llandeilo ac mae o ddiddordeb hanesyddol a phensaerniol sylweddol.

Y Cyngor Tref sy’n berchen Y Neuadd Sirol. Mae’n adeilad o ddiddordeb

hanesyddol mawr ac mae’n gyn neuadd farchnad 9d a llysoedd yr ynadon. Bellach
dyma gartref Archaeoleg Cambria (Ymddiriedolaeth Archaeoleg Dyfed) er mae rhan
o't hen ystafell lys yn parhau i’w cael ei defnyddio fel ystafelloedd cyfarfod y Cyngor
Tref. Hefyd cedwir y Cofnod o Saflecedd a Chofebau yn y gyn ystafell lys hon a gall
aelodau o’r cyhoedd ei gweld trwy apwyntiad.

Yr Athrofa Lenyddol, cyn gapel Methodistaidd, deallir mai ymddiriedolaeth
elusennol sy’n berchen arno. Mae’n ymddangos bod ei swyddogaeth fel ystafell
ddarllen a llyfrgell cyhoeddus wedi dod i ben. Serch hynny, mae’r adeilad yn parhau
i’w ddefnyddio fel nevadd snwcer.

Dehongliad Presennol

Er bod yna lawer o arysgrifau coffdol ar adeiladau cyhoeddus a strwythurau eraill yn
Llandeilo, cyfyng yw'r defnydd o fyrddau dehongli a chelf cyhoeddus ar hyn o bryd.
Rhestr y rhai mae Archaeoleg Cambria yn gwybod amdanynt yma.

Six Bells. Preifat, plac crwn bychan yn coffau’r awdur o’r 18fed ganrif
Thomas Edwards (Twm o’r Nant). Ceir y geiriau "“Yma triga Twm o 'r Nant
1739-1810, awdur anterliwtiau”

Parc Penlan. Cofeb o garreg gydag arysgrif ami ym mhen uchaf y parc, ac a
roddwyd yno gan y Clwb Rotari i goffau Eisteddfod Genedlaethol Llandeilo
yn 1996. Mae’n dehongli’r olygfa ar hyd ddyffryn Tywi y gellir ei gweld o’r
fan honno.

Parc Penlan. Mae yna fwrdd gwybodaeth y tu fewn i fynedfa Parc Penlan, a
godwyd yno gan Gyngor Sir Caerfyrddin, sy’n rhoi hanes y parc.

Swyddfeydd y Cyngor Sir. Cerfiad mawr pren o Arglwydd Rhys Dinefwr, a
gerfiwyd ar gyfer yr Eisteddfod Genedlaethol yn Llandeilo yn 1996 gan
Simon Hedger. Mae’r cerfiad yn rhyw 10 troedfedd o uchder ac yn pwyso
tunnell a hanner. Wedi’r Eisteddfod aed &'r cerfiad i swyddfeydd y Cyngor
Sir yn Llandeilo lle y mae i’w weld heddiw.

Swyddfeydd y Cyngor Sir. Barcud Coch ar do’r adeilad.

Mynwent St Teilo. Tylluan wedi’i cherfio o foncyff coeden sydd wedi
cwympo yn y fynwent yn 2003 gan Simon Hedger (ef hefyd gerfiodd ffigwr yr
Arglwydd Rhys, sydd bellach yn swyddfeydd y cyngor).

Maes parcio canolog y dref. Bwrdd gwybodaeth yng nghomel gogledd
orllewin y maes parcio. Mae yna fap amlinellol yn dangos rhai o leoliadau
allweddol y dref.
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4., DEHONGLI A HYRWYDDO TREFTADAETH
4.1  Cynllun Dehongli Treftadaeth Tref Liandeilo

O ystyried pwysigrwydd hanesyddol Llandeilo, mae'n amlwg fod yna gyfleoedd
sylweddol i wneud defnydd o theméu hanesyddol wrth hyrwyddo’r dref a’r ardal.

Dylid cymryd gofal i ddatblygu cynllun treftadaeth sy’n cydweddu gydag unrhyw
strategaethau sy’n cael eu datblygu gan fudiadau eraill ar gyfer y tir o amgylch y dref
(7.4 isod yn rhoi thyw syniad o’r amrediad ehangach o fentrau sydd wedi’u crybwyll
ar gyfer yr ardal dros y blynyddoedd diwethaf). Tebyg i reoli a datblygu llwybrau
troed, mae’r angen am gydweithio thwng y partion sydd a diddordeb yn hanfodol.

Mae Adran 3 o'r adroddiad hwn yn dangos fod perchnogaeth, rheolaeth a hyrwyddo
rhannau mawr o ardal cymuned Llandeilo yn gyfrifoldeb ar nifer o asiantaethau a
mudiadau, a thu allan i orchwyl gwaith uniongyrchol Cyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr.
Felly argymbhellir y dylai Cyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr ddatblygu Cynllun Dehongli
Treftadaeth Tref Llandeilo gan ganolbwyntio ar dref Llandeilo.

4.2  Creu Delwedd “House Style” i Landeilo

Mae yna angen mawr i ddatblygu strategaeth dreftadaeth ehangach ar y cyd a thrwy
ymgynghori gyda phob grwp a mudiad sydd a diddordeb, gan gynnwys grwpiau
cymunedol, sydd 4 diddordeb mewn hyrwyddo treftadaeth Llandeilo. Mae hon yn
elfen hanfodol o unrhyw strategaeth ddehongli neu hyrwyddo.

Felly argymbhellir bod Cyngor Tref Llandeilo yn ceisio hwyluso trafodaeth ymysg y
cyrff a enwir uchod gyda’r bwriad o gydlynu eu hymdrechion ym maes hyrwyddo a
dehongli er mwyn cynhyrchu delwedd “house style” neilltuol i’r dref. Nid yw
delwedd fel hon ar gael ar hyn o bryd. Mae’n amser da felly i greu arddull neu
ddelwedd hyrwyddo, yn seiliedig ar y cyfoeth o thema treftadaeth y mae’r dref a’r
ardal yn meddu arnynt. Byddai hyn yn galluogi amrywiaeth o grwpiau diddordeb, yn
cynnwys busnesau a chymdeithasau lleol, yn ogystal & chyrff mwy, i ddefnyddio
delwedd neilltuol i’w rhannu rhwng pawb a hynny yn y pendraw er lles y gymuned
leol ac ymwelwyr fel ei gilydd.

4.3  Hyrwyddo Treftadaeth

Mae’r angen am Gynllun Dehongli Treftadaeth Tref Llandeilo yn sylfaenol o ran
creu amrediad o ddeunyddiau hyrwyddo.

Argymbhellir ;

o creu Taflen Dreftadaeth Tref Llandeilo i hyrwyddo treftadaeth y dref yn
lleol a thu hwnt.
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e creu Llawlyfr Treftadaeth Tref Llandeilo i ddehongli treftadaeth y dref i
ymwelwyr, Pwrpas y llawlyfr oedd darparu canllaw hanesyddol i ymwelwyr
a’r dref, yn ogystal a hyrwyddo byrddau dehongli neu gelf cyhoeddus.

¢ Gosod deunydd hyrwyddo a dehongli ar wefan Cyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr er
mwyn cael cymaint a phosib o sylw i dreftadaeth Llandeilo yn fyd-eang.

Dylai pob deunydd hyrwyddo fod yn ddwyieithog, Cymraeg a Saesneg, a dylid rhoi
sylw at ddefnyddio testun amlieithog, yn arbennig deunydd sy’n cael ei osod ar y
wefan.

4.4  Dehongli Treftadaeth

Lle mae dehongli treftadaeth yn cynnwys gosod byrddau neu gelf cyhoeddus yn y
gymuned, mae’n hanfodol bwysig dewis lleoliadau addas, mewn perthynas a
pherthnasedd, amlygrwydd a’u bod o fewn golwg hawdd.

Gellir gosod y byrddau dehongli yn y mannau cyhoeddus a ddangosir ar Fap 4 a
restrir hwy isod. Dylai byrddau fel hyn barchu’r thema gyffredinol sef Bywyd yn
Llandeilo, gan dynnu ar agweddau o hanes cymdeithasol, diwylliannol a masnachol y
dref, ynghyd ag elfennau o’r prif theméu a restrir yn 3.1 uchod.

Gellir defnyddio celf cyhoeddus, ar ffurf cerfluniau neu moséig mewn lleoliadau
allweddol o fewn i’r dref gan fod yn elfen bwysig mewn cynllun dehongli treftadaeth,
gan dynnu ar gyfoeth o theméau hanesyddol sydd gan y dref i’w cynnig.

Serch hynny, dylid cymryd gofal mawr wrth ddewis y lleoliadau ar gyfer unrhyw
fyrddau neu gelf cyhoeddus er mwyn gwneud yn siwr nad ydynt yn amharu ar, neu’n
tynnu oddi wrth gymeriad hanesyddol y dref.

Mae’n bwysig nodi fod pob un o'r ardaloedd a restrir yma yn agored i’r anabl, er bod
angen gwneud arolwg manwl o’r materion a chyfleusterau mynediad i’r anabl.

Parc Penlan

Dyma leoliad addas ar gyfer gosod byrddau dehongli fyddai’n cynnwys agweddau
cyffredinol ar hanes y dref, hanes y parc a’r dirwedd weladwy. Mae yna ddigon o le
yn y man y tu fewn i'r fynedfa i'r parc i osod cerfluniau neu fathau eraill o gelf
cyhoeddus, megis mosiig neu furlun ar hyd wal ochr chwith i’r ffordd sy’n mynd i
mewn i'r parc.

Y Neuadd Farchnad (Tu allan)

Nid yw defnydd o'r adeilad yn y dyfodol yn sicr a bydd yn effeithio’r hyn sydd yn
bosibl o ran deunyddiau dehongli allanol. Mae yna botensial i osod bwrdd dehongli
yng nghornel Heol Newydd a Stryd Caerfyrddin, ond byddai defnyddio’r man hwn yn
golygu diwedd y parcio answyddogol ar y palmant. Byddai'r dehongli yn cynnwys
pynciau megis hanes y Neuadd Farchnad, yr Ysgol Genedlaethol gyferbyn a defnydd
o'r man cyhoeddus fel lle cynnal marchnad.
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Stryd y Brenin

Mae yna ddigonedd o le i osod byrddau dehongli ar hyd ochr y fynwent yn y man
agored hwn, Dyma safle delfrydol i ddehongli pynciau megis marchnadoedd a
ffeiriau canoloesol a oedd yn cael eu cynnal yma, bwrdeistref eglwysig Llandeilo, a
Twm o’r Nant.

Parc y Fynwent
Dyma le addas i osod bwrdd dehongli neu gelf cyhoeddus sy’n canolbwyntio ar hanes
St Teilo, yr eglwys a'r fynwent.

Prif Faes Parcio

Mae yna ddigonedd o le ar gyfer byrddau dehongli o amgylch y maes parcio, yn
ogystal & chelf neu gerflun cyhoeddus, yn delio gyda phrif themau treftadaeth
Llandeilo a restrir yn 3.1 uchod. Tynnir sylw yn arbennig at yr angen am fwrdd
gwybodaeth cyffredinol, gan gynnwys map o’r dref, ger y Ganolfan Croeso a’r
fynedfa i Stryd Rhosmaen. Mae’r muriau o dan y cysgod sy’n arwain o’r maes parcio
i Stryd Rhosmaen hefyd yn lleoliadau posib ar gyfer gosod byrddau neu furluniau.

Stryd Ebeneser

Fe fyddai fan yma yn lle addas i osod bwrdd dehongli yn esbonio nodweddion y gellir
eu gweld megis Bryngaer Garn Goch, y carneddau claddu cynhanesyddol ar Trichrug
a Choedwig Tregib.

4.5  Teithiau Treftadaeth

Yn ogystal 4 gwneud defnydd o’r mannau agored hynny a restrir yn 4.3, mae yna
gyfleoedd pellach ar gyfer hyrwyddo teithiau treftadaeth o fewn ardal y gymuned, gan
wneud defnydd o lwybrau troed lleol, traciau a ffyrdd.

Fel a amlygir yn 3.4 uchod, mae’r thwydwaith o lwybrau troed sy’n bodoli y tu allan

i’r dref ei hunan yn eiddo i neu’n cael eu rheoli gan nifer o fudiadau a thirfeddianwyr
preifat. Felly oherwydd hyn, bydd unrhyw ddatblygu teithiau yn y dyfodol yn golygu
gwaith cydlynu rhwng yr amrywiol fudiadau a Chyngor Tref Llandeilo Fawr i wneud
yn siwr yn y dyfodol bod y rhwydwaith o lwybrau troed yn cael et reoli, cyn belled &

phosibl, gydag amcanion strategol cyffredin.

Argymbhellir bod y Cyngor Tref yn canolbwyntio ei sylw ar wneud yn siwr fod y dref
eu hunan yn cael ei hintegreiddio i mewn i strategaeth o’r fath. Mae’r cysylltiadau
rhwng y thwydwaith ffyrdd a mannau cyhoeddus yn y dref, gyda’r llwybrau troed y tu
allan i’r dref yn elfen hanfodol o unrhyw strategaeth dreftadaeth ar gyfer Llandeilo.

Efallai yn wir y dylid osgoi’r diffiniad penodol “teithiau treftadaeth™ o blaid agwedd o
annog ymwelwyr i archwilio agweddau treftadaeth y dref yn hollol rydd (gweler 4.6).

4.6  Treftadaeth yn y Gymuned
Credir ei bod bwysig dod a threftadaeth i mewn i wead y gymuned ac nid ei
gyfyngu'n llwyr i leoliadau set. Argymhellir felly bod deunydd treftadaeth a
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dehongli, yn ychwanegol at y daflen dreftadaeth a byrddau dehongli a sonnir
amdanynt uchod, yn cael eu harddangos mewn mannau eraill o fewn i’r dref.

Enghraifft o hyn fyddai defnyddio printiau ffotograffau DC Harries’ i’w rhoi mewn
siopau, tafarndai a chaffis yn dangos fel oedd Llandeilo unwaith yn edrych.
Enghraifft arall efallai byddai defnyddio placiau yn dynodi adeiladau hanesyddol, neu
adeiladau sy’n gysyllitiedig gyda digwyddiadau hanesyddol neu bob! adnabyddus.

4.7  Cymdeithas Dreftadaeth

Argymbhellir bod y Cyngor Tref yn hwyluso sefydlu Cymdeithas Dreftadaeth yn
Llandeilo. Mae'n amlwg fod yna angen grwp o’r fath yn y gymuned i gwrdd 8°’r
diddordeb mawr mewn hanes a threftadaeth, ond hefyd 1 gynorthwyo i ganoli
brwdfrydedd ar ddatblygu prosiectau treftadaeth yn y gymuned yn y dyfodol.

4.8  Canolfan Dreftadaeth

Yng Ngwerthusiad Cymunedol o Landeilo yn 1998 amlygwyd bod nifer fawr o
drigolion lleol o’r farn y byddai amgueddfa neu ganolfan dreftadaeth yn fodd pwysig
o hyrwyddo treftadaeth yn lleol (wnaeth 43% o’r rhai wnaeth ymateb i’r arolwg
fynegi’'r farn hon). Mae tystiolaeth storiol yn awgrymu bod y farn hon yn gryf ymysg
y gymuned o hyd, ac yn wir codwyd y mater yn ystod yr ymgynghoriad cymunedol a
cyflawnwyd yn ystod y prosiect hwn (gweler 5.3 isod).

Efallai bod sefydlu cyfleuster o’r fath yn ymddangos fel dewis deniadol, ac fe allai yn
wir gyfrannu’n fawr at broffil treftadaeth y dref. Serch hynny mae yna lawer o
faterion yn ymwneud a sefydlu a chynnal a chadw amgueddfa neu ganolfan
dreftadaeth sy’n gallu achosi problemau. Mae materion megis lleoliad cyfleuster o't
fath, cynnal a chadw’r adeiladau a’r casgliadau, staffio, ariannu a rheoli yn golygu
bod hyd yn oed canolfan dreftadaeth fechan ychydig yn frawychus. Serch hynny, bod
datblygu strategaeth dreftadaeth, a hefyd sefydlu cymdeithas dreftadaeth lleol efallai
yn y pendraw yn creu syniadau, gweithgareddau ac egni a fyddai efallai’n golygu y
byddai cyfleuster o’r fath yn bosibl yn y dyfodol.

Yn y cyfamser, mae’n bwysig edrych ar dref Llandeilo ei hunan fe! canolfan

dreftadaeth, sy’'n haeddu cael ei dehongli a’i hyrwyddo, gan wneud y defnydd gorau
posibl o dreftadaeth gyfoethog y mae'r gymuned yn meddu arni.
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5. ARCHAEOLEG A HANES
5.1 Cynhanesyddol

Ychydig iawn sydd wedi’i gofnodi’n archaeolegol o fewn ffiniau tref Llandeilo Fawr
sy’n perthyn i’r cyfnodau cynhanesyddol. Mae’r ychydig o dystiolaeth sydd wedi’i
gofnodi yn dynodi bod cymunedau dynol wedi gwneud defnydd o’r tir o amgylch y
dref fodern ers cyfnod y ffermwyr cyntaf o leiaf, yn ystod y cyfnod Neolithig
(5000CC-2500CC). Darganfuwyd bwyell o garreg caboledig (CSH862), wedi’i
gwneud o ryolit, o ddyddiad Neolithig yn fwy na thebyg yng Nghastell Dinefwr yn
1876, a roddwyd yn ddiweddarach i Amgueddfa Genedlaethol Cymru gan Arglwydd
Dinefwr. Darganfuwyd ail fwyell (CSH908) a gredir sy’n dyddio o’r cyfhod
Neolithig ac wedi’i gwneud o gornfaen caboledig yn 1913, mewn cae yng ngwaelod y
dref sy’n cael ei adnabod fel Cae Crug Mawr, ar ymyl gorlifdir y Tywi.

Mae yna rywfaint o dystiolaeth o weithgarwch dynol o amgylch Llandeilo yn ystod yr
Oes Efydd (2500CC-700CC) yn ffurf y twmpath sy’n rhoi’r enw i Gae Crug Mawr a
sonnir amdano uchod, credir mai crug crwn neu domen gladdu (CSH903) ydyw. Mae
tystiolaeth archaeolegol o weithgareddau pobl o’r Oes Efydd yng Nghymru yn cael ei
dominyddu gan dystiolaeth o'u safleoedd claddu, yn ffurf y cameddau a chrugiau ar
ben y bryniau, lle oedd gweddillion corfflosgiad yn cael eu cadw fel arfer mewn
yrnau corfflosgi. Mae yna lawer o safleoedd claddu fel hyn wedi’u cofnodi yn y rhan
hon o Sir Gaerfyrddin, yn arbennig ar y tir uwch naill ochr i ddyffryn Tywi ar Fryniau
Sir Gaerfyrddin. Nid yw crugiau ar lawr y dyffryn mor gyfarwydd ac felly mae Crug
Mawr o gryn bwysigrwydd. Darganfuwyd pen morthwyl o bosib o'r Oes Efydd
(CSH905), wedi’i wneud o garreg cwartsit mewn pwll islaw Castell Dinefwr yn 1918
sydd bellach yn cael ei gadw yn Amgueddfa Caerfyrddin.

Efallai ei bod yn syndod nad yw’r Oes Haearn (700CC —AD70) wedi’i chofnodi hyd
yn hyn yng nghofnod archaeolegol Llandeilo, er bod yr olygfa i gyfeiriad y gogledd
o’r dref yn cael ei dominyddu gan y fryngaer drawiadol o’r Oes Haearn, sef Garn
Goch, sy’n brawf pendant fod yna boblogaeth wedi hen sefydlu ei hunan yn yr ardal
erbyn yr Oes Haearn. Fe'i awgrymwyd fod castell canoloesol Dinefwr ei hunan
wedi’i leoli ar safle bryngaer o’r Oes Haecarn (CSH880}, ond ar hyn o bryd nid oes
yna dystiolaeth archaeolegol ar gyfer safle o’r fath. Serch hynny, mae gwaith
diweddar gan Archaeoleg Cambria y tu mewn i Barc Dinefwr wedi darganfod safle
bryngaer posibl. Mae ymchwiliadau archaeolegol yn dal i fynd ymlaen mewn
cysylltiad & hyn a disgwylir cadarmnhad terfynol o leoliad a natur y safle yn fuan.
Mae’r cyfnod yn nodedig fel oes o lwythi a rhyfelwyr Celtaidd pan oedd rhyfela yn
ffordd o fyw, ac roedd y bryngaerau hyn yn gadarmleoedd amddiffynnol pwysig.
Serch hynny, mae’n bwysig cofio mai’r boblogaeth amaethyddol oedd yn cynnal y
penaethiaid a’r rhyfelwyr gan wneud defnydd helaeth o adnoddau naturiol yr ardal,
gyda rhan fwyaf o’r boblogaeth yn fwy na thebyg yn byw ar ffermydd gwasgaredig.
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5.2 Rhufeinig

Mae darganfyddiadau diweddar wedi chwyldroi ein dealltwriaeth o Landeilo yn ystod
y cyfnod Rhufeinig. Yn 2003 pan gynhaliwyd arolwg geoffisegol ym Mharc Dinefwr
gwelwyd mai dyma oedd safle caer Rufeinig a thref vicus, o’r diwedd cadamhawyd yr
hyn yr oedd rhai wedi ei amau, sef bod gan Landeilo orffennol Rhufeinig. Mae
lleoliad Llandeilo eisoes yn cael ei ddynodi fel tipyn o ffefryn fel lleoliad ar gyfer
caer neu gaer fechan. Mae hanner ffordd rhwng y caerau Rhufeinig yng
Nghaerfyrddin a Llanymddyfri ac o fewn gorymdaith diwrnod i bob un, ond hefyd yn
agos at y ffordd Rufeinig ar hyd dyffryn Tywi ac wrth fan croesi dros y Tywi.

Mae yna lawer o ddarganfyddiadau archaeolegol yn y gorffennol a oedd yn awgrymu
fod yna bresenoldeb Rhufeinig cryf yn yr ardal. Mae’r rhain yn cynnwys celciau
arian bath (CSH869 a CSH886) a hefyd darganfyddiad o un geiniog (CSH875), carreg
filltir o’r 3edd ganrif gydag arysgrif i’'r Ymerawdwr Tacitus arni (CSH872) a rhai
nodwyddau efydd Rhufeinig a ddarganfuwyd tua 1875 (CSH910). Darganfuwyd celc
arian bath CSH869 yn agos iawn at eglwys Llandyfeisant, ac mae yna draddodiad di-
sail fod yr eglwys ei hunan wedi’i hadeiladu ar seiliau adeilad Rufeinig, fila neu deml
o bosib (CSH7367). Ychydig iawn o dystiolaeth sydd yna o adeilad o’r fath, heblaw
am ddarganfyddiadau o deils mosiig ddiwedd yr 20fed ganrif, sydd efallai’n dyddio o
gyfnod y Rhufeiniaid, a hynny ym mynwent yr eglwys. Yn ddiweddar hefyd mae
darnau o grochenwaith oedd yn gyfarwydd yn ystod y cyfnod Rhufeinig wedi’u
darganfod yng ngwely nant ym Mharc Dinefwr (CSH32105), crochenwaith sy’n cael
ei alw’n lestri llathredig du. Yn ystod y cyfnod pan oedd ffordd osgoi Llandeilo yn
cael ei adeiladu ar ddechrau’r 1990’au (CSH47646) codwyd ychydig ddamau o
grochenwaith oedd yn nodweddiado! o’r oes Rufeinig, sef llestri Samian, a oedd yn
cael eu cynhyrchu yn Gél yn ystod cyfnod y Rhufeiniaid. Ers 2000, mae nifer rhagor
o ddarganfyddiadau Rhufeinig wedi’u canfod yn ardal Home Farm a Cae William,
gan gynnwys darnau efydd, arian o’r ganrif laf AD a dolen amffora (CSH 47647-50)
sy’n rhoi thyw syniad i ni o botensial archaeolegol yr ardal.

Yn dilyn arolwg geoffisegol yn 2003 a ymgymerwyd gan yr Ymddiriedolaeth
Genedlaethol cyflwynwyd canlyniadau hynod pan ddarganfuwyd y gaer ei hunan.
Roedd amlinelliad o ddwy gaer fawr i’w gweld yn glir ar y sgan geoffisegol, un yn
gorwedd yn rhannol dros y llall (CSH47637). Credir bod y gaer hynaf (CSH476360)
yn dyddio o gyfnod pan gafodd Cymru ei choncro gan y Rhufeiniaid, tua AD70 —
AD74. Efallai y byddai’'r gaer hon wedi’i gadael am gyfnod wedi’r goncwest, ond
adeiladwyd ail gaer llai o faint ar yr un safle yn fuan wedyn, efallai er mwyn cadw’r
heddwch a chynorthwyo i gadw'r ardal dan reolaeth y Rhufeiniaid.

Mae’r sgan hefyd yn dangos ffyrdd Rhufeinig yn rhedeg i gyfeiriad y gogledd
ddwyrain (CSH47638) ac i’r dwyrain (CSH47639) o'r fynedfa i'r gaer, a oedd yn fwy
na thebyg yn cysylltu gyda ffordd dyffryn Tywi i Lanymddyfri ac o bosib i fan croesi
islaw’r dref fodern. Gellir gweld ffordd arall yn mynd i gyfeiriad y de ddwyrain
(CSH47640), o bosib tuag at Landyfeisant ac efallai tuag at fan croesi’r afon islaw’r
bont fodern. Mae’n amlwg fod yna bedwaredd ffordd yn mynd i gyfeiriad y gogledd
orllewin (CSH47641), yn fwy na thebyg fel cyswllt gyda ffordd dyffryn Tywi i
Gaerfyrddin. Gellir gweld adeilad ar hyd y ffordd hon ar yr arolwg geoffisegol,
efallai ein bod yn edrych ar faddondy Rhufeinig (CSH47643). Lleolir mewn cae o’r
enw Cae Bric, lle darganfuwyd crochenwaith Llestri Samian yn yr 1990’au. Efallai’r
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ddelwedd sy’n cyffroi fwyaf ar y sgan yw’r amlinelliad o’r hyn y credir i fod yn dref
vicus fechan y tu allan i giat gogledd ddwyreiniol yr ail gaer. Efallai yn wir mai
dyma’r dref gyntaf i dyfu yn Llandeilo ac er nad ydym yn gwybod ei henw na ar hyn
o bryd, rhyw lawer am ei nodweddion, mae’r ffaith fod yna dref yno yn caniatau i ni
ddyfalu fod gan dref Llandeilo 2000 o flynyddoedd o hanes! Os na ddeilliodd ddim
arall o hyn, wnaeth sefydlu Llandeilo fel canolfan filwrol Rufeinig ac yna awdurdod
gwleidyddol a sifil a wnaeth efallai arwain yn y pendraw at ddechreuadau cymuned
Gristnogol gynnar, a oedd efallai yn sail i’r bennod wych nesaf yn hanes yr ardal, pan
ddechreuodd yr anheddiad fel ag yr ydym ni yn ei hadnabod nawr fel Llandeilo Fawr
ddechrau ffurfio yn ystod y canrifoedd yn dilyn diwedd teyrnasiad y Rhufeiniaid.
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5.3 Oesoedd Canol Cynnar

Ers amser maith mae’r canol oesoedd cynnar wedi’i adnabod fel yr Oesoedd Tywyll,
o gofio colli’r dylanwad rhufeinig yn ystod y Sed ganrif AD. Yng Nghymru hefyd
mae’r term “Oes y Seintiau” hefyd weithiau’n cael ei ddefnyddio, gan adlewyrchu twf
yr Eglwys Gristnogol — sydd heb amheuaeth yn derm mwy priodol i’'w ddefnyddio
pan yn trafod hanes Llandeilo Fawr.

Mae’r enw Llandeilo Fawr yn dynodi pwysigrwydd yr eglwys a’i anheddiad
mynachaidd cynnar, sy’n cael ei adnabod fel cymuned clas (CSH912), sydd yn 6l
traddodiad wedi’i sefydlu gan Sant Teilo mor gynnar a’r 6ed ganrif AD. Eglwys neu
gapel fyddai canolbwynt y clasau, o fewn amgaead /lan ac mae llawer o’r safleoedd
eglwysig cynnar hyn wedi parhau mewn defnydd hyd heddiw fel safleoedd egiwysi a
chapeli plwyf. Erbyn yr 8fed ganrif roedd Llandeilo Fawr y ganolfan i’r esgobaeth ac
yn fwy na thebyg yn fam eglwys i ardal fawr sef yr hyn sydd bellach yn ogledd
ddwyrain Sir Gaerfyrddin. Byddai’r eglwys wedi bod yn dirfeddiannwr pwysig ac yn
sicr wnaeth y traddodiad hwn barhau tan yn ddiweddarach yn y canol oesoedd.

Yn bendant roedd Teilo yn un o ffigurav mawr yr eglwys gynnar yng Nghymru ac
mae’n cael el ystyried ar y cyd gyda seintiau megis Dewi a Phadarn a lledaenodd ei
ddefosiwn ar draws rhan fwyaf o dde orllewin Cymru. Dyma’r theswm pam y gellir
dod o hyd i gymaint o eglwysi hyd yn oed heddiw sydd wedi’u cysegru i Teilo. Er
bod y traddodiad yn un cryf ac yn hynod bwysig o ran esbonio datblygiad ffisegol yr
ardal, ychydig iawn o dystiolaeth ffisegol sydd ar gael o’r eglwys gynnar a’r saint y
credir wnaeth ei sefydlu.

Y nodwedd fwyaf amlwg yn fwy na thebyg sydd wedi goroesi yw ffurf y fynwent ei
hunan (PRN912), sy’n parhau i fod yn hirgrwn o ran sidp, ac yn nodweddiadol o
amgaeadau’r /Jan mewn saflecedd eglwysig canoloesol yng Ngorllewin Cymru (er
iddi ei rhannu’n ddwy gan ffordd newydd yng nghanol y 19eg ganrif). Mae dwy
garreg o’r canoloesoedd cynnar sydd wedi’u hardystio (carreg pen croes CSH890 a
rhan o garreg croesfaen CSH891) bellach yn cael eu cadw yn eglwys y plwyf, ond
credir mai yn y fynwent yr oeddynt yn sefyll yn wreiddiol. Efallai bod y rhain yn
cynnig cyswlit ffisegol uniongyrchol gyda’r gymuned oedd yn addoli yn Llandeilo
Fawr yn y 9fed ganrif AD. Mae yna drydedd garreg Gristnogol (CSH889), a
gofnodwyd gan Edward Liwyd yn 1697, gydag ardyst Lladin arno a chredir ei bod yn
dyddio o’r 6ed ganrif. Yn anffodus mae’r garreg hon wedi’i cholli, ond cofnodwyd yr
ardystiad hwn IACET CVRCAGNVS —VRIVI FILIVS ami gan Llwyd, neu “Yma
gorwedda Curcagnus, mab—urivus”. Credir mai enw Gaeleg Gwyddelig yw
Curcagnus, ac felly mae’r garreg yn atgof cryf fod yna deyrnasoedd Gwyddelig wedi
tyfu ar draws de orllewin Cymru hyd yn oed cyn belled i’r dwyrain & Sir Frycheiniog
yn ystod y canrifoedd wedi i'r Rhufeiniaid adael Cymru.

Mae pwysigrwydd Llandeilo Fawr fel canolfan eglwysig erbyn y 7fed — 8fed ganrif
AD yn amlwg, ac i'r cyfnod hwnnw y mae un 0’i drysorau diwylliannol mwyaf yn
perthyn. Er nad yw Llyfr Efengyl Llandeilo (sydd bellach yn cael ei adnabod fel
Llyfr Efengyl Lichfield) yn cael ei gadw yn Llandeilo, roedd yn eiddo i gymuned
eglwysig Llandeilo Fawr yn ystod yr 8fed — 10fed ganrif. Serch hynny collodd
Llandeilo y llyfr efengyl addurnol hwn sydd mewn cyflwr rhyfeddol o dda, o bosib
aethpwyd a’r llyfr oddi yno yn ystod ymosodiad gan y Saeson, tua 1000 o
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flynyddoedd yn 6l, a byth ers hynny mae wedi’i gadw yn Eglwys Gadeiriol Lichfield,
Swydd Stafford. Un agwedd o’r Lyfr Efengyl hynod ddiddorol hwn yw ei fod yn
cynnwys nifer o nodiadau ar ymylon y tudalennau. Mae'r nodiadau hyn, neu
marginalia, yn cynnwys manylion yn ymwneud 4 gweithredoedd tir yn yr ardal, a
ysgrifennwyd ar ddiwedd yr 8fed ganrif. Ceir cyfeiriadau at diroedd sydd mor bell i
fwrdd ag ardaloedd Llanycrwys a Llandybie heddiw, gan gofnodi anghydfod dros
ddam o dir, ac enw un o’r tystion oedd Teilau (Teilo). Ni allwn ond dyfalu ynghylch
ai Teilo y sant ei hunan oedd hwn, ond mae’r cofnod hwn o bwysigrwydd mawr gan
mai dyma’r darn ysgrifenedig Cymraeg cynharaf sydd gennym.

Mae’n bosib fod yna anheddiad secwlar hefyd yn bodoli ger Llandeilo Fawr ar
ddechrau’r canol oesoedd cynnar. Mae pobl wedi honni bod Castell Dinefwr
(CSH882) yn sefyll ar safle amddiffynnol cynharach oedd yn uchel ei statws. Mae
traddodiad Cymreig tua diwedd yr oesoedd canol, sydd wedi’i adleisio gan awduron
megis Gerallt Gymro, wedi dynodi Dinefwr, sef prifddinas y Deheubarth, fel un o’r
tair canolfan frenhinol fawreddog yng Nghymru, ar y cyd gyda Aberffraw yng
Ngwynedd a Phengwern ym Mhowys, gydag olion yn ymestyn yn 6l mor bell 4
chyfnod cyn y Normaniaid. Y farn gyfoes serch hynny yw bod y traddodiad
canoloesol hwn wedi deillio o ramant y beirdd yn hytrach na ffeithiau hanesyddol
(R.R.Davies, 1991). Nid oes yna dystiolaeth archaeolego! yn bodoli i gadarnhau bod
ardal Castell Dinefwr wedi’i anheddu cyn y Normaniaid.

Felly ni ellir datrys y cwestiwn yn llawn pun ai oedd gan Llandeilo Fawr safleoedd o
bwysigrwydd eglwysig a secwlar yn y cyfnod canoloesol cynnar. Serch hynny,
gwelir bod y rhaniad rhwng yr eglwys a’r awdurdod secwlar o bwysigrwydd mawr yn
ystod y canrifoedd union cyn, ac yna’n dilyn y goncwest Normanaidd.
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5.4 Yr Oesoedd Canol

Yn ystod yr oesoedd canol, cawn ein gwir gofnod manwl] cyntaf o fywyd a
chymdeithas yn ardal Llandeilo. Mae yna nifer o ffynonellau sy’n rhoi goleuni i ni i
mewn i fywyd arglwyddi secwlar Dinefwr, a wnaeth dreulio bron i ddwy ganrif yn
ymladd yn erbyn goresgynwyr Eingl-Normanaidd o ddechrau’r 12fed ganrif hyd nes
iddynt gael eu goresgyn ar ddiwedd y 13eg ganrif. Mae teulu o Dywysogion ac
Arglwyddi Dinefwr yn cynnwys rhai o ffigurau mawr ein hanes. Mae’r rhain yn
cynnwys Rhys ap Gruffudd (Yr Arglwydd Rhys) a wnaeth atal camau’r Normaniaid
yn ystod ail hanner y 12fed ganrif, ei fam Gwenllian a syrthiodd ar faes y gad tra’n
ymosod ar Gastell Cydweli. Yn ddiweddarach daeth Syr Rhys ap Thomas i
amlygrwydd fel un o brif gefnogwyr Harri Tudur, ac mae traddodiad teuluol yn honni
mai ef yn bersonol wnaeth ladd Richard Il ym Mrwydr Bosworth. Roedd yn cael ei
adnabod fel “Father Rhys” yn y llys Tuduraidd cynnar, ac roedd yn enwog am gynnal
twmamaint mawr olaf yr oesoedd canol, yn ei gastell yng Ngharew, Sir Benfro.

Erbyn yr oesoedd canol roedd Llandeilo Fawr a chwmwd Llandeilo (Maenordeilo),
yng nghanol tiroedd cymuned mynachaidd canoloesol cynnar Llandeilo, wedi dod yn
eiddo i Arglwydd Archesgob Tyddewi erbyn yr oesoedd canol. Roedd yr Arglwydd
Rhys wedi rhoi eglwysi Llandeilo a Llandyfeisant i Abaty Premonstratensaidd
Talyllychau yn y 12fed ganrif, ond o’r 13eg ganrif roedd Talyllychau yn denant i
Archesgob Tyddewi. Yn 1239 roedd Tyddewi wedi ennill ei gais am berchnogaeth o
eglwys a thiroedd Llandeilo ac roedd yn rhaid i Abad Talyllychau dalu rhent
blynyddol i’r Archesgob am ddefnydd o Landeilo.

Datgelir un wedd hynod ddiddorel i mewn i fywyd yr ardal yn ystod y 14eg ganrif yn
Llyfr Du Tyddewi, sy’n rhestru dyletswyddau tenantiaid ystddau Arglwydd
Archesgob Tyddewi. Ymysg yr ystddau hyn oedd Bwrdeistref Llandeilo, Patria neu
Wlad Llandeilo a Patria Llandyfeisant.

Yr hyn sydd yn amlwg o’r ffynonellau hyn yw nad un anheddiad o dan awdurdod un
rheolwr oedd Llandeilo. Yn hytrach roedd yna raniad amlwg rhwng tiroedd yr
Arglwydd Archesgob, oedd yn cynnwys tref Llandeilo Fawr a'r tir gwledig oddi
amgylch, a thiroedd Dinefwr, a oedd yn cynnwys tref bwrdeistref Dinefwr ac, ertbyn y
14eg ganrif, ail dref fwrdeistrefol o'r enw’r Drenewydd. Mewn gwirionedd mae
hanes canoloesol Llandeilo yn hanes o dair tref, nid un, ac mae pob un chonynt yn
haeddu sylw unigol.

5.4.1 Liandeilo Fawr yn yr Oesoedd Canol (CSH10557)

Rhoddodd Edward y 1af siarter fwrdeistrefol i Llandeilo Fawr yn 1280, ynghyd a°’r
hawl i gynnal ffeiriau blynyddol a marchnadoedd yn wythnosel. Roedd y dref yn
eiddo i Arglwyddiaeth Tyddewi ac mae Llyfr Du Tyddewi a luniwyd yn 1326 yn
ddisgrifiad o ystddau’r Arglwydd Archesgob, ac mae’n rhoi cyfle i ni weld bywyd y
dref yn yr oesoedd canol. Yr hyn y mae’'n dweud wrthym yw bod bwrdeiswyr
Llandeilo yn gorfod talu rhenti a dyletswyddau i'r Arglwydd Archesgob. Roedd y
rhain yn cynnwys y ddyletswydd o gario nwyddau ac arwain anifeiliaid yr Arglwydd
pan yn mynd trwy eu tiroedd, cyn belled @ Llangadog a Llanegwad (a oedd hefyd yn
drefi bwrdeistrefol). Roedd yn rhaid talu toll ar yr holl lafur a dyfwyd ar dir yr
Arglwydd. Pan yn bragu cwrw, roedd yn rhaid rhoi 4 galwn ohono i’r Arglwydd
Archesgob. Roedd yn ddyletswvdd ar y bwrdeiswyr i wasanaethu ar y Llys Cantref a
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hefyd i wneud defnydd o felin lafur yr Arglwydd. Hefyd roedd disgwyl iddynt
warchod carcharorion a arestiwyd o fewn y fwrdeistref a’u hebrwng hwy i Lanegwad,
oni bai eu bod yn cael eu crogi yn Llandeilo. Roedd yr Arglwydd Archesgob hefyd
yn awyddus iawn i hybu bywyd masnachol y dref a chynhaliwyd ffair yn flynyddol,
am dri diwmod, er mwyn dathlu Gwledd Sant Bammabas (a ddaeth yn gyfarwydd yn
ddiweddarach fel Ffair Barnaby). Diwrnod marchnad oedd hi bob dydd Sadwm ac
roedd y tollau o’r farchnad a’r ffair yn mynd i’r Arglwydd.

Mae yna fwy na digon o wybodaeth i ddangos bod Llandeilo yn y 14eg ganrif yn dref
farchnad brysur, hyd yn oed os mai tref fechan ydoedd. Nid ydym yn gwybod lle
oedd y bwrdeiswyr yn byw, ond credir bod yr anheddiad yn agos at eglwys y plwyf
a'r fynwent. O bosib, yr ardal rhwng y bont fodern dros y Tywi a’r eglwys, sef Stryd
y Bont oedd canolbwynt y dref yr adeg honno. Mae mapiau o ddechrau’r 19eg ganrif
yn dangos fod yna lawer o blotiau gardd ac amgaeadau yn yr ardal honno, sydd
efallai’n adleisio’r plotiai bwrdais o’r cyfned canoloesol. Credir hefyd bod y ffair a’r
farchnad yn cael eu cynnal yn ardal Stryd y Farchnad, i'r gogledd o’r fynwent, a cedd
yn fan agored yn fwy na thebyg yn yr oesoedd canol. Mae un enw lle lleol yn
adleisio’r cyswlit canoloesol rhwng Abaty Talyllychau a Llandeilo. Llwybr yw
Ysgubor yr Abad sy’n arwain tuag at yr afon ar ochr ddwyreiniol y dref ac yn y 19eg
ganrif credir mai ysgubor oedd yr adfail gerllaw a oedd unwaith yn eiddo i Abaty
Talyllychau,

5.4.2 Dinefwr yn yr Oesoedd Canol (CSH10556)

Hyd yn hyn nid ydym yn gwybod union safle hen dref Dinefivr, er credir ei bod yn
fwy na thebyg wedi’i lleoli yn agos at gastell Dinefwr. Efallai mai dyma leoliad yr
aneddle a enwir yn y ffynonellau o’r 13eg ganrif fel Trefysgolheigion, lle yr oedd
clercod a chreffiwyr oedd yn gwasanaethu Tywysogion y Deheubarth yn byw. Yn
1298, cofnodir fod yna 26 bwrdais, gyda marchnad wythnosol (CSH50261) a dwy
ffair flynyddol (CSH50259 a CSH50260) yn cael eu cynnal. Mae’n ymddangos bod
Dinefwr wedi’i heffeithio’n wael gan yr ymosodiad ar y castell a bwrdeistref gan
luoedd Owain Glyndwr yn haf 1403, gyda Glyndwr ei hunan ar flaen y gad. Yn dilyn
hynny, mae Dinefwr yn diflannu o hanes yr ardal.

5.4.3 Y Drenewydd yn yr Oesoedd Canol (CSH9715)

Dechreuodd y Dref Newydd yn Ninefwr, a ddaeth i’w hadnabod fel y Drenewydd,
gael ei ffurfio ar ddiwedd y 13eg ganrif, yn agos at hen dref Dinefwr. Yn 1302-03,
mae’n ymddangos bod 35 bwrgais ar gael i’w rhentu, Mewnfudwyr Eingl-
Normanaidd oedd llawer o’r trigolion, tra mai Cymry oedd poblogaeth yr hen
Ddinefwr. Ni dderbyniodd y Drenewydd ei siarter bwrdeistrefol tan 1363, ond erbyn
yr adeg honno roedd ganddi ddwy ffair flynyddol ei hunan {CSH50259 a CSH50262)
a hefyd marchnad wythnosol (CSH50263). Yn debyg iawn i Ddinefwr, wnaeth
Huoedd Glyndwr ymosod ac achosi difrod i’'r Drenewydd yn 1403, Mae’n
ymddangos bod y dref hon wedi lleihau erbyn dechrau’r 16eg ganrif. Rydym yn
gwybod fod Rhys ap Gruffudd, Arglwydd Dinefwr, wedi adeiladu plasty newydd
sylweddol i’w hunan yn y Drenewydd yn 1531. Ychydig flynyddoedd yn
ddiweddarach, disgrifiodd John Leland y plasty yn y Drenewydd, gan nodi mai'r unig
beth oedd ar 6] o’r dref oedd “a long street, now ruinous.” Ar ddechrau’r 19eg ganrif
aeth yr hanesydd Richard Fenton ar ymweliad 4’r Drenewydd gan gofnodi bod darnau
o’r hen dref wedi’u darganfod yn dilyn aredig darn o dir sydd bellach yn rhan o Barc
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Dinefwr, ond bellach mae lleoliad tref bwrdeistrefol y Drenewydd wedi'i anghofio’n
llwyr.

Heb amheuaeth roedd gan Llandeilo Fawr fantais sylweddol dros Ddinefwr a’r
Drenewydd a hynny oherwydd ei leoliad ar lannau’r Tywi, oedd yn gyfleus ar gyfer
croesi’r afon a’r llwybrau ar hyd y dyffryn. Mae’n bosib fod y fantais hon yn
ddigonol i wneud yn siwr fod Llandeilo Fawr ei hunan yn parhau fel canolfan
farchnad, a oedd efallai’n cael ei gwella gan y sefydlogrwydd oedd yn cael ei gynnig
er budd Arglwyddiaeth Tyddewi wrth feithrin y fwrdeistref a’i ystddau eraill. Mae’n
ymddangos bod dirywiad Dinefwr a’r Drenewydd wedi digwydd yn rhannol
oherwydd y ffaith eu bod wedi’u sefydlu mewn oes pan oedd Castell Dinefwr yn
ganolfan reolaeth wleidyddol a milwrol. Wrth i’r canrifoedd fynd heibio ac wrth i
werth strategol y castell leihau, mae’n ymddangos bod y ddwy fwrdeistref wedi colli

eu pwysigrwydd.
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5. Ol-ganoloesol

Gyda’r anheddu a’r masnach wedi canoli o amgylch Llandeilo Fawr yn unig erbyn yr
1 6eg ganrif, mae hanes y cyfnod 6l-ganoloesol ychydig yn 1lai cymbhleth, er bod yna
lawer o fylchau yn ein gwybodaeth am ddatblygiad y dref a bywyd ei thrigolion, yn
arbennig felly yn ystod y canrifoedd rhwng 1500 ac 1800.

Yn 1858 yn “Llandeilo Vawr and its Neighbourhood”, rhoddodd William Davies
ddisgrifiad o edrychiad y dref ganrif yn gynharach, yng nghanol yr 1700au, a hynny’'n
seiliedig ar hen ddarlun. Yn anffodus, nid oedd y darlun yn dangos rhannau
gogleddol a dwyreiniol o’r dref ac felly dim ond disgrifiad rhannol y mae Davies yn
ei roi o Llandeilo yn y 18fed ganrif;

“Bridge Street is represented as being composed of six or seven houses in a row,
which are straw thatched. The bridge, which spans the Towy, has four narrow stone
arches... The Old Church stands with its ancient tower on the spot now occupied by
the present edifice, and near to it stands the Poor-house, with one or two little
cottages in Church Street. The only house upon the North-East side is Mount
Pleasant... Myrtle Hill seems to have rested on the same spot as it now stands upon.
In Abbey Terrace, the Old Abbey lies in ruins... We believe that it was a kind of
repository in connection with the celebrated Abbey of Talley, where tithes such as
corn, poultry etc of this part of the country were deposited. The designation of the
street was commonly ‘Heol Sgubor Abart,” which meant Heol Ysgubor'r Abad, or
Abbots-Barn Street... "

Diflas iawn oedd y disgrifiad o’r dref gan ymwelydd ar ddiwedd y 18fed ganrif. Yn
1791, cwynodd Mary Morgan ynglyn a chyflwr diflas tref Llanymddyfti, gan nodi fod
Llandeilo “llawer iawn gwaeth!™

“I never saw a place that had a more deplorable appearance. The streets, if they may
be called, are narrow, dirty, and half paved with stones with sharp ends upwards.
The houses are built with a kind of stone; but it is so crumbling a nature, that they
appear all to be falling into decay.” :

Serch hynny, roedd gan Ms Morgan eiriau mwy caredig i’w llefaru am bobl y dref, a
oedd;

“...very decent in their manners, and in their outward semblance: they do not seem fit
tenants for such wretched dwellings.”

Rhaid aros tan ddechrau’r 19eg ganrif cyn i ni fedru defnyddio tystiolaeth dda oddi
wrth fapiau, sy’n dangos y dref mewn manylder. Erbyn y cyfnod hwn, nid yw'r dref
vn ymddangos ei bod wedi tyfu rhyw lawer y tu hwnt i’w chanolbwynt yn yr oesoedd
canol, oedd yn canolbwyntio ar fynwent yr eglwys. Gellir gweld hyn yn glir mewn
map sy’n dyddio o 1826 a luniwyd ar gyfer ystdd Derwydd, ac sydd yn dangos bod y
dref yn cael ei chyfyngu i Stryd y Bont, George Hill, Stryd Caerfyrddin isaf, Stryd
Rhosmaen uchaf a Stryd yr Eglwys. Mae map plwyf o’r degwm yn 1841 yn dangos
darlun tebyg iawn o’r dref. Un ychwanegiad pwysig iawn i’r dref ar ddechrau’r 19eg
ganrif, o ran adeiladau dinesig, oedd adeiladu’r Neuadd Sirol (CSH8730) yn Stryd
Caerfyrddin yn 1802, a hynny i’w ddefnyddio fel marchnad yd, gyda llys uwchben a
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hefyd swyddfeydd, celloedd ac arfdy yn y cefn. Un safle o ddiddordeb a ddangosir ar
fap 1826 ac 1841 yw tollty bychain i ochr ogledd orllewin o’r dref. Dyma’r safle lle
dinistriwyd Giat y Walk yn ddramatig iawn gan Ferched Beca yn 1843, a hynny wrth
1 ddidoliad o ddragwniaid (a anfonwyd i ddiogelu’r tollbyrth lleol) eistedd, heb fod yn
ymwybodol o’r hyn oedd yn digwydd, yn eu llety yng Ngwesty'r Cawdor a Gwesty
George.

Ond roedd Llandeilo ar drothwy dyddiau gwell. Roedd adeiladu’r Neuadd Farchnad
Fwyd gan Ystad Derwydd (CSH26654) yn 1838, a’r bont gerrig bresennol dros y
Tywi yn 1848, yn lle’r strwythur o gerrig a choed a soniwyd amdano gan William
Davies uchod, yn symbolau o’r penderfyniad oedd yno i fuddsoddi yn nyfodol y dref.
Datblygiad allweddol arall oedd adeiladu’r Ysgol Genedlaethol (CSH8731) yn ystod
yr 1850au, ar orchymyn Arglwydd Dinefwr, yn lle ysgol elusennol gynharach
(CSH50254).

Yr hyn a roddodd yr hwb i’r broses hon o ehangu oedd dyfodiad y rheilffyrdd yn
1856. O ganlyniad i leoli gorsaf y rheilffordd yng ngogledd ddwyrain y dref,
dechreuodd y dref ddenu datblygiad newydd o’r cyfeiriad hwnnw. Erbyn yr 1870°au,
digwyddodd newidiadau arwyddocaol gyda datblygu Heol Newydd a Heol y Cilgant,
gan ailddiffinio ffiniau gogleddol a dwyreiniol y dref. Pan ysgrifennodd William
Samuel “Llandeilo Present and Past” yn 1868, mae’n disgrifio Heol Newydd fel “the
new road which leads by a short cut to the market place.” Dangosir Heol Newydd fel
ffordd sy’n cysylltu gyda Stryd Rhosmaen a phen uchaf Stryd Caerfyrddin mor
gynnar 4 1826 ym map ystad Derwydd, er nid yw'n ymddangos fod yna unrhyw
ddatblygu wedi digwydd ar hyd y ffyrdd yma cyn yr 1850’au neu 1860°au. Disgrifir
Heol y Cilgant gan Samuel fel “as yet unopened road” gan ddynodi bod yn rhaid aros
tan 1868 tan i ni weld unrhyw ddatblygu yno.

Mae argraffiad laf o’r map Arolwg Ordnans 1:10560 map (Taflen Sir Gaerfyrddin
XXXIIL.SE), a luniwyd yn 1884-5, yn dangos erbyn yr 1880’au, nid yn unig fod Heol
Newydd a Heol y Cilgant yno, ond hefyd roedd yna ehangu newydd wedi digwydd ar
hyd yr hyn a oedd yn cael ei alw yn Teras y Rheilffordd (bellach rhan gogledd
ddwyreiniol croesffordd Stryd Rhosmaen o Heol Newydd/Heol y Cilgant). Roedd y
datblygiad newydd hwn yn cynnwys y Bragdy De Cymru enwog hwnnw (CSH9038).
Hefyd y tu hwnt i ymyl y dref, mae’r map Arolwg Ordnans hefyd yn dangos melin
lifo (CSH18850) a hefyd tanerdy yn ogystal 4 Gorsaf Rheilffordd. Ond hyd yn oed yn
1891, nid oes yna ddatblygiad ar hyd Stryd Caerfyrddin y tu hwnt i ben uchaf Heol
Newydd, ac mae’r Hydd Gwyn rhywfaint ymhellach i ffwrdd o’r dref, mewn
gwirionedd allan yn y wlad.



5.6 20fed Ganrif

Adolygwyd y map gan Arolwg Ordnans yn 1905, ac mae’r map newydd yn dangos
bod Heol Alan, Heol Latimer a Stryd Tomos wedi ymddangos, yn ogystal ag adeilad
newydd ar hyd Teras y Rheilffordd, Ffordd yr Orsaf, Heol y Cilgant a thu 81 i Heol
Newydd (Teras Greenfield). Gellir dadlau mai yn ystod y cyfnod hwn y cyrhaeddodd
Llandeilo ei hanterth fel tref farchnad, canolfan fasnachol ardal eang Sir Gaerfyrddin
wledig. Erbyn dechrau’r 20fed ganrif, gwelwn fod yna nifer fawr o siopau yn
gwasanaethu’r gymuned, gan gynnwys y Neuadd Farchnad Fwyd boblogaidd. Roedd
yna nifer dda o dafarndai a banciau masnachol newydd wedi agor, roedd pob un o’r
enwadau anghydffurfiol wedi adeiladu neu ailadeiladu capeli mawr a hefyd gorsaf yr
heddlu, ysgol a swyddfa bost i wasanaethu trigolion y dref. Mae’n anghredadwy bron
ac yn hynod ffodus fod y cam hwn yn natblygiad Llandeilo wedi’i gofnodi gan y
tfotograffydd lleol DC Harries, a gellir gweld casglwyd gwerthfawr o’i ffotograffau
yn Llyfrgell Genedlaethol Cymru, Aberystwyth.

Mae datblygiad Llandeilo yn yr 20fed ganrif o fewn cof ac atgofion llawer o drigolion
presennol y dref. Mae llawer yn cofio pan oedd y dref yn ddigon cryf yn fasnachol i
ddarparu ar gyfer anghenion ei phoblogaeth tan chwarter olaf y ganrif. Mae’n
anorfod fod y cynnydd yn y niferoedd sy’n berchen ar gar a’r tuedd tuag at siopa
mewn trefi a dinasoedd mwy megis Caerfyrddin ac Abertawe, wedi newtd ffyniant
masnachol Llandeilo, yn debyg i lawer iawn o drefi marchnad gwledig eraill.

Un o ddibenion Arolwg Treftadaeth Llandeilo oedd i gasglu a chofnodi gwybodaeth
sy’n ymwneud & hanes y dref yn yr 20fed ganrif. Yn hyn o beth, ceir blas ar hanes
bywyd yn Llandeilo yn yr adroddiad yma, sy’n rhoi cipolwg diddorol iawn i mewn i
agweddau o hanes y dref. Mae cryn dipyn o wybodaeth ychwanegol i’w gael yn y
Rhestr Safleoedd , Rhan 6 isod.

Much more detail has been included in the Site Gazetteer in part 6, below.

Serch hynny, mae’n briodol i gynnig ychydig o enghreifftiau o’r mathau o wybodaeth
sydd eisoes wedi’i chyfrannu i’r prosiect gan bobl leol. Mae’r rhain wedi cynnig
golwg hynod ddiddorol i mewn i hanes y dref, hanes efallai nad oedd rhyw lawer yn
gwybod amdano.

Mae nifer sydd wedi cyfrannu wedi rhoi manylion am hen fusnesau a oedd unwaith
yn bodoli yn y dref. Tai preifat yw llawer iawn o’r hen fusnesau hyn bellach, a dyma
pam mai ychydig iawn o dystiolaeth ffisegol sydd ar 61. Roedd yna sawl busnes er
enghraifft yn Stryd yr Eglwys yn yr 1930au, yn cynnwys siop pethau trydan a
phlwmo (CSH50296) a siop saer celfi a gweithdy (CSH 50300).

Yn fwy amlwg efallai oedd yr hen siopau yn Heol Newydd, a oedd yn cynnwys Sartor
House (CSH 50269), a theiliwr oedd yn cyflenwi lifrai i ystddau Dinefwr a Chawdor.
Hefyd yn Heol Newydd oedd Cymdeithas Cydweithredol Rhydaman (CSH 50264), y
siop gyntaf yn Llandeilo yn yr 1950au i fod 4 silffoedd a rhesi i gerdded o amgylch y
siop. Gerllaw, lle mae ystafelloedd gwerthu Jones a Llywellyn nawr oedd Storfa
Tafarn y Rheilffordd (CSH 50270), sef gwaith poteli Guinness. Wedi’r Ail Ryfel Byd
ffatri winiwns picl oedd (CSH 50271) ac yn ddiweddarach “Gwili Farmers Co-
operative” (CSH 50272).
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Un elfen bwysig o hanes y dref yn yr 20fed ganrif, sydd heb ei gofnodi rhyw lawer
iawn hyd yn hyn, yw cyfnod yr ail ryfel byd. Mae atgofion o arwydd wnaeth oroesi
tan yr 1950’au, yn yr ale sy’n arwain at Athrofa Lenyddol presennol Llandeilo yn
Stryd Rhosmaen, yn dwyn y geiriau “Public Air Raid Shelter” (CSH 50265) yn
bendant yn haeddu rhagor o waith astudio. Felly hefyd, gwybodaeth a ddarperir ar
hanes Ysbyty Filwrol Byddin Prydain (CSH 50282) a leolwyd yn T9’r Drenewydd,
yn bendant yn haeddu rhagor o sylw. Mae un cyn filwr, a anfonwyd i wasanaethu yn
yr ardal er mwyn bod yn gyfrifol am ffatri chwilolau, yn cofio mai dim ond dryll oedd
ar gael i amddiffyn yr ysbyty. Yn ddiweddarach yn ystod y rhyfel, daeth yn ysbyty
Byddin America, gyda grwp o hytiau Nissen ar y lawnt y tu allan i’r plas. Wedi ‘D-
day’, gwersyll Carcharorion Rhyfel oedd yr hytiau (CSH 50283) ar gyfer swyddogion
o’r Almaen. Roedd gan yr Americaniaid wersyll hefyd (CSH 50281) yn hen Neuvadd
Eglwys Dinefwr, gyda chegin yn y cae a dymp petrol mawr yn y caeau lle mae Lon
Dinefwr nawr yn sefyll. Ymbhellach i ffwrdd o’r dref, ger yr Hydd Gwyn, roedd gan y
‘Womens Land Army’ wersyll (CSH50284), a addaswyd fel tai dros dro 1’r digartref
ar 0l y rhyfel, ac felly hefyd yr hytiau Nissen y tu allan i Dy’r Drenewydd — sy’n cael
ei gofio gan rai fel “Tin Town.”

Efallai dylid cadw’r sylw olaf ar gyfer un o ddatblygiadau mwyaf diddorol y dref ar
ddiwedd yr 20fed ganrif, datblygiad y gellir ei esgeuluso yn hawdd iawn mewn darn
hanesyddol. Mae’r tir i’r gogledd a’r gorllewin o Heol Newydd wedi dod yn
ganolbwynt ar gyfer datblygiadau preswyl newydd ers canol y ganrif. Yn
nodweddiadol o brosiectau dinesig yr 1960’au, ar y cyd gyda’r tai cyngor newydd
roedd yna fan hamdden i’r cyhoedd sydd dal yno heddiw, o’r enw parc Le Conquet
(CSH50294). Mae’r parc yn cynnwys cae pél-droed bach, lawnt fowlio a thy clwb,
cyrtiau tennis a phwll padlo. Wrth ei ymyl mae gorsaf ambiwlans a gorsaf din y dref,
ac mae gorsaf yr heddlu ar draws y ffordd. Hefyd ar ymyl y parc y mae hen Neuadd
yr Eglwys, a hefyd cwt y Cybiaid a Hyt Ambiwlans Sant loan. Gydai’i gilydd mae’r
rhain yn cyfuno i roi calon dinesig newydd i Landeilo ar ddiwedd yr 20fed ganrif,
sy’n wahanol iawn mewn cymeriad i1 ganolbwynt yr anheddu cynharach yn y dref
hanesyddol hon, ond yn llawer iawn mwy sylwgar i anghenion y boblogaeth fodern.

Towards a Llandeilo Fawr Heritage Strategy: A Summary of Recent Initiatives

(A paper written in July 2003 by Gwilym Hughes, Director of Cambria Archaeoclogy,
and updated in 2004).

Summary of recent initiatives or concepts that are linked to the promotion and
appreciation of the historic heritage of Llandeilo Fawr

Introduction

This document was initially prepared following a meeting held at the Shire Hall in
Llandeilo on 1™ July 2003 between representatives from Cambria Archaeology,
Llandeilo Fawr Town Council, Llandeilo Fawr Chamber of Trade and the Llandeilo
Community Association. The objective of the meeting was to discuss the
establishment of a possible future strategy for the promotion and wider appreciation
of the historic heritage of Llandeilo Fawr and the immediate surrounding area. As a
first step it was agreed that a summary of relevant, recent initiatives and proposals
should be prepared. This would allow the formulation of a considered and integrated
strategy that established the clear links across these initiatives. This list has
subsequently been updated in the context of the current community heritage audit and
takes account of the progress made on several of the initiatives between July 2003 and
March 2004.

The economic and social value of the town’s heritage

In recent years there have been several studies designed to assist local and regional
development and regeneration. Two specific studies were undertaken towards the end
of the last decade that specifically focused on the town of Llandeilo. In 1997
Carmarthenshire County Council commissioned Roger Evans Associates to undertake
a study with the aim of preparing a framework for the economic regeneration of
Llandeilo. Their report, entitled ‘Llandeilo Regeneration Study’, was published in
December 1997 and contained a series of proposals for 32 discrete projects. Many of
these proposed projects were connected with promoting the heritage of the town and
these are included in the list below. The second study, which was published in
December 1998, was a Community Appraisal, undertaken by the Rural Surveys
Research Unit of the University of Aberystwyth on behalf of Antur Cwm Taf/Tywi.
This took the form of a questionnaire and was designed to identify local needs,
problems, opportunities and aspirations. The questionnaire was sent to 906
households and, from these, 422 forms were returned. This was an impressive
response that was considered by the authors of the report to be a ‘sound statistical
base from which to draw conclusions’. Many of the questions asked related to
tourism, environment and conservation and local history. The responses to these
questions are clearly relevant when assessing the community’s attitude to the heritage
and historic environment of the town.
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Both of these surveys highlighted the potential economic value of the town’s heritage.
The Llandeilo Regeneration Study stressed that environmental improvements to the
town are a key component of any economic regeneration strategy. In particular it
observed that so called ‘footloose companies’ with ‘locational freedom of choice’
frequently gravitate to small, historic, rural Welsh towns because of the quality of life
on offer. A significant part of this stems from the historic environment provided by
these locations. This includes companies in fields such as Information Technology,
medicine and the media. It is particularly noticeable that Llandeilo has attracted the
regional headquarters of conservation-based organisations such as the National Trust,
the Countryside Council for Wales and Cambria Archaeology (Dyfed Archaeological
Trust). This is no accident. These companies have been drawn to Llandeilo because of
its distinctive historical character. There is clearly a significant potential for attracting
further companies, providing further employment opportunities, through the
conservation and carefully managed promotion and enhancement of this historic
character. Furthermore, the potential for Llandeilo to provide a base for regional
tourism has not yet been fully realised despite the number of high quality attractions
within the immediate surrounding area. Again the carefully managed promotion of the
historic heritage of the town would encourage more visitors to prolong their stay and
enjoy the many specialist shops, cafes and pubs.

There would be significant social benefits from a co-ordinated heritage strategy for
the town. The historic heritage can foster and contribute to a stronger sense of
community, a sense of time, a sense of place, a sense of identity and belonging. The
historic environment has a huge potential in building a local pride of place. The
challenge to any heritage strategy is to develop a sense of ownership that builds on
what the community in Llandeilo value as an integral part of their historic heritage.
The pride that can be developed will be infectious and will be visible both for
inhabitants and visitors alike. It is critical that the views of the community are sought
and listened to. The Llandeilo Community Appraisal provides a sound starting point.

However, it has to be stressed that the historic heritage of Llandeilo is also an
extremely fragile resource. There is always a danger that an ill-considered, piecemeal
approach to regeneration and enhancement can severely damage the very
distinctiveness that gives Llandeilo its value. The danger faced by rural towns in
England was given significant media coverage in 2003 following the publication of a
report by the Campaign for the Protection of Rural England. The loss of local
distinctiveness through bad design and poor planning is now a serious threat to the
economic and social well-being of many communities. The small towns of rural
Wales are clearly faced by similar dangers. Llandeilo is not immune to this and care
needs to be taken when considering initiatives that may appear to be well-meaning but
in fact severely compromise the distinctive, historic character of the town. Even in the
development of any heritage enhancement strategy for Llandeilo care has to be taken
that any ‘improvements’ or physical developments complement rather than detract
from the existing historic fabric of the town.

Summary of recent initiatives

The following list partly draws on the recommendations of the Llandeilo
Regeneration Study and partly on the conclusions of the Llandeilo Community
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Appraisal. In addition to the recommendations of these two surveys there have been
numerous individual and organisational initiatives linked to an aspect of the historical
heritage of the town. Some have not progressed beyond the concept/discussion stage
while others (such as the Cadw programme of restoration at Dinefwr Castle} are now
nearing completion. By drawing up a list of these initiatives and concepts this paper is
not necessarily endorsing them all. It is merely trying to draw attention to the number
and variety of projects, many of which have been independently conceived or
developed and are essentially ‘stand alone’ schemes. The list highlights the need for a
coordinated programme that will draw related projects together into a more holistic
vision for the enhancement of the town’s heritage.

Town Trail - the development of a town trail, accompanied by a town map and
interpretation material at strategic points around the town, has been suggested on
numerous occasions and this was included as a proposal within the Regeneration
Study. Such an initiative would encourage visitors to explore the hidden treasures of
Llandeilo both within the historic core and on the periphery of the town. It would
draw attention to the town’s history, architecture and character. It has been suggested
that the Town trail or trails should link with countryside walks and other walks of
special interest in the immediate area such as Dinefwr Park, Castle Woods and the
riverside.

Heritage Panels — this obviously closely links up with the Town Trail with the
establishment of information panels that might highlight locations that deserve special
attention or might be established at particularly important viewpoints.

Footpath improvements and enhancement — This forms part of a wider initiative by
the County Council to provide improved access to public rights of way and to
highlight points of interest through accompanying leaflets. There are several
important footpaths and rights of way in the immediate vicinity of Llandeilo and these
provide crucial access to heritage sites such as Dinefwr Park and the Swing Bridge.
Others, such as the Glynceirch footpath, provide important links between sections of
the town. They would also provide important links with the Town Trail and provide
crucial access to the surrounding countryside. The

Local History Group — The establishment of a Local History Group or Heritage
Society has significant potential. Nearly 40% of the households contacted during the
Llandeilo Community Appraisal said that they would be interested in joining such a
group if one was established.

Riverside strategy — the river was considered one of Llandeilo’s greatest assets by
the Regeneration Strategy but also one that was presently under-utilised. Access to
the river’s edge is poor and walks along it are discontinuous. And yet it provides
significant opportunities to promote an appreciation of both the natural and historic
heritage of Llandeilo — not least the 1848 stone span bridge and the Swing Bridge.
The importance of developing this asset was also singled out in the Llandeilo
Appraisal (Table 23). The provision of a footpath along the east bank of the river
through the Tir Cymen scheme has provided a very valuable access point for the
community to the riverside.
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Carmarthen-Llandeilo Cycle Route — the reuse of the disused rail line between
Llandeilo and Carmarthen as a cycle route has been investigated by a number of
studies including the Regeneration Study. Any future development of this initiative
has significant potential in highlighting the rich historic and cultural heritage between
the two towns.

Heritage Centre — A centre for interpreting and presenting the heritage of Llandeilo,
perhaps itself utilising a historic building. A centre could also provide exhibition
space and provide a centre for the promotion of Welsh culture, language and music.
Suggested buildings have included the Public reading Room and Literary Institute, the
Shire Hall and the Old Market Hall.

Historical Archive Centre — the Llandeilo Community Appraisal highlighted a
widespread feeling that it was important to record community history. Suggestions
included audio-visual methods or the collection of documents and photographs. Such
collections could perhaps be coordinated with other archival collections such as the
Carmarthenshire County Records Office, the National Archives and the regional Sites
and Monuments Record. The latter is already located in Llandeilo in the offices of
Cambria Archaeology. The collections could be linked to an online index perhaps via
a community website.

Statue to historical figure — The provision of a statue to an historical figure with

close Llandeilo connections has been frequently mooted. Suggested locations have
included King Street and suggested historical figures have included the Lord Rhys
and Saint Teilo.

Website — three websites with Llandeilo themes currently exist. One is run by the
Parish church and the other is a private website that hosts details of the Llandeilo
Festival. The third website was recently launched by the Llandeilo Fawr Town
Council. This website would be an ideal vehicle to publicise and promote the historic
heritage of the town.

Colour strategy — this initiative has in the past been promoted by the Civic Trust and
is in reaction to the arbitrary choice of colour used in some buildings and in an
attempt to acknowledge that individual areas are characterised by their own unique
colour palette. The recognition of the need to consolidate existing studies and to
provide guidance was recognised by the Regeneration Study. The re-establishment of
the Llandeilo and District Civic Trust Society once again provides and opportunity to
re-invigorate this initiative.

Llandeilo in Bloom — This initiative was also originally led by the Civic Trust
Society and has been maintained by a number of enthusiastic individuals though the
provision of hanging baskets and other floral decoration at both public buildings and
private businesses.

Business and shop frontages — this also derives for the recognition that well-
designed shop-fronts, signs and forecourts help to improve and enhance the character
of individual buildings and the street scene as a whole. The Regeneration Study
suggested the preparation of a leaflet promoting guidance for businesses.
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Street Furniture — the Regeneration Strategy observed that street furniture had a
considerable visual impact on the streetscape and stressed the need to develop a
strategy to reduce street ‘clutter’ and add unity to those items that remained, utilising
local artists and craftspeople in the design of new items. This clearly links to the
provision of heritage interpretation panels, seating and railings (for example in
Crescent Road).

Public Art — Another proposal made by the Regeneration Strategy. Utilising the
lively local arts community the proposal was to commission public art such as street
banners that would integrate with other regeneration projects.

Festivals — This is one of the few proposals put forward by the Regeneration Strategy
to have been developed. In fact not one but three annual festivals are currently active;
the Llandeilo Festival, a pottery festival and the Llandeilo Music and Flower festival.
The establishment of an antiques festival is also under serious consideration. It has
been suggested that active lobbying could be undertaken to attract other national
events such as the Urdd Eisteddfod to build upon the success of the National
Eisteddfod held in 1996.

Crescent road railings and gardens — The Town Council is currently actively
engaged in negotiations to purchase the gardens below Crescent Road to provide a
community garden. The Town Council is also in the process of replacing the railings
along the edge of the Crescent Road with more appropriate ‘heritage-style’ railings.

Station Road enhancement — The Town Council has recent put forward proposals
for the enhancement of Station Road so developing one of the ‘gateways’ into the
town. This is linked with the establishment of a bus park in the area of the railway
station. Discussions are also underway between the Town Council and the railway
companies to develop improved footpath access from the railway station to the
riverbank at the Swing Bridge.

The ‘Book of St Chad’ (also known as the ‘Lichfield Gospels® or the ‘Llandeilo
Gospels’) — This manuscript was located St Teilo’s church for 200 years between
AD800 and AD1000. It was then relocated to Lichfield Cathedral in uncertain
circumstances, Its cultural significance is significantly enhanced by the presence of
marginalia that are amongst the earliest known written Welsh. A proposal is currently
being led by the Church of St Teilo to establish a visitor centre at the Church using a
digital facsimile of the gospels as its centrepiece. A meeting of potential interested
parties in this proposal was held in February 2004. Such a display could also
incorporate the two Early Christian Monuments located in the church.

Dinefwr Park Conservation Plan — Following the purchase of Home Farm the
National Trust are currently developing a conservation Plan for the Dinefwr Park
estate with the support of the Heritage Lottery Fund. This is a designed landscape of
international importance and clearly any heritage strategy for Llandeilo would need to
link up with the National Trust’s proposals.

Llandeilo Roman Fort — As part of the conservation plan, the discovery was made

earlier in 2003 of a compiete, undisturbed Roman Fort on the Dinefwr Park estate.
This is one of the most dramatic archaeological finds ever made in region. The
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National Trust is currently exploring options for future work on this fort. These could
include a major programme of public archaeology with community participation in
excavation, survey and conservation.

Dinefwr Castle Restoration — Dinefwr Castle is one of the most important medieval
castles in Wales and can rightfully claim to have been the seat of power for
independent Wales for much of the 12 century. The programme of restoration of the
Castle by Cadw (making it safe and open to the public) is now nearing completion.
This castle is within walking distance of the town centre and surely should be
considered Llandeilo’s greatest historic asset.

Llandyfeisant Church restoration and visitor centre — The restoration of the
redundant church at Llandyfeisant by the Wildlife Trust has run into structural
problems. The completion of this project involving the reuse of the church as an
interpretation centre has significant potential for the presentation of this part of
Dinefwr Park and could form an important component of any Town Heritage Trail.

Castle Woods — The Wildlife Trust has made a significant contribution to the
enjoyment of the woodlands on the south side of Dinefwr Park with the provision of
footpaths and public access — linking the important heritage sites of Llandyfeisant
Church and Dinefwr Castle with attractive nature trails.

The Abbey Gardens — this proposal was developed by the Regeneration Study and
involved the establishment of a visitor attraction based on the privately owned
gardens at the Abbey in the centre of Llandeilo.

Graveyard Enhancements — the graveyard surrounding the key landmark building of
St Teilo’s church sits at the heart of medieval Llandeilo and is the historic core of the
town. The Regeneration Study proposed making this the ‘green heart’ of the town
providing better maintenance, seating and generally more accessible.

Penlan Park — It has been argued that the bandstand at Penlan Park is an under
utilised resource for small open-air concerts. It provides one of the most attractive
open-air seftings anywhere for such occasions with dramatic views across the town,
Ffairfach and the Tywi Valley and with the beech plantations of the landscaped park
forming an attractive backdrop. The viewpoints here and elsewhere in the town would
provide obvious locations for interpretation panels.

Bus Park — There is currently no designated bus park in Llandeilo. It has been
suggested that the development to a bus park could be linked to the provision of
information about the heritage of Llandeilo and the Heritage Trail. One suggested
location has been Station Road in the vicinity of the Railway Station. Again an
information point would be logical at an important ‘gateway’ to the town.

Proposed Brewery and Visitor Centre — There is currently a proposal to develop a
new brewery and visitor centre at the northemn end of Rhosmaen Street on the site of
the former Council Depot. Again, this is an important ‘gateway’ to the town and could
be an opportunity to develop an information point on the heritage of the town.
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Coed Tregib — The Woodland Trust have recently put forward a proposal to extend
Coed Tregib and provide new public access with links to other footpaths elsewhere in
Llandeilo.

The former Provisions Market — This historic building has now remained unused
for a number of years. Various proposals for its reuse have been put forward in recent
years including the establishment of a pottery centre of excellence. More recent
proposals have included the establishment of a multi-function facility possibly
incorporating a heritage centre and retail/business units.

The Civic Hall - There is currently a campaign, led by the Community Association,

to improve facilities at the Civic Hall at make it once again the focus for Community
activity for the town.
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
