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Just inland from St. Brides Bay, the Nolton Rectory (32) encapsulates
early vaulted cellars as the present grcund floor of a more recent structure; typify-
ing the manner in which, in Pembrokeshire, the architectural past, though often

disguised by later adaptation is never far away.
