The Welsh Ministers have a duty to compile and maintain a schedule of monuments 
of national importance (“the schedule”) under section 1 of the Ancient Monuments 
and Archaeological Areas Act 1979 (“the 1979 Act”). The above named monument 
has been considered for exclusion from the schedule. 
 
Investigation in 2023 determined that there was insufficient physical and 
documentary evidence for the character and function of a military site to be 
established at this location. 
 
We are minded to exclude the monument from the schedule, and are consulting you 
for your views on the proposal under Section 1AA of the 1979 Act as you have 
special knowledge of, or an interest in, the monument, or in monuments of special 
archaeological interest more generally. The extent of the area that would be de-
scheduled is marked in red on the attached map. Whilst this consultation is 
underway, the monument remains on the schedule. 
 
I would be grateful if you can send any written representations you wish to make by 
24 May 2024. If we do not hear from you by this date we will assume that you do not 
wish to make any such representations.
